ROADS REVENUE PROGRAMME 2016/17 
 
 
 

PURPOSE OF REPORT 
 
1. The purpose of this report is to seek approval for the Roads Revenue Programme for 
the financial year 2016/17. 
 
 
RECOMMENDATIONS 
 
2. It is recommended that Cabinet approves the Roads Revenue Programme 2016/17 
as set out in Appendix A. 
 
 
BACKGROUND 
 
3. The Roads Revenue core funding is £3,514,600.  In addition there is an allocation of 
£500,000 from the Repairs & Renewals budget for carriageway resurfacing.  This gives a 
total available budget of £4,014,600 for 2016/17.  Appendix A to this report sets out the 
specific proposals. 
 
4 Prioritisation of the proposed resurfacing schemes has taken the following factors 
into consideration: 
 

• The structural condition of the road or footway. 
• The continuing deterioration of the street lighting columns. 
• The usage of the road or footway. 
• Cost of maintenance for the previous three years. 
• Number of complaints received regarding the road / footway. 
• Geographical spread. 

 
5 The winter maintenance budget has been retained at £850,000. 
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REPORT 
 
6. It is proposed that the revenue expenditure will be allocated as follows:

7. Full details are set out in Appendix A.  Specific points to note are as follows 
 

• This year there were some unexpected failures in lighting columns due to 
corrosion.  A rigorous inspection was carried out on the type of column 
identified.  The inspections revealed a number of lighting columns which were 
rusted at the base and required to be replaced immediately.  The extra 
installations have created an increased burden on the lighting maintenance 
budget with column renewals increasing from an average of 320 in the past 
three years, to 500 in 2015/16.  It is anticipated that further columns requiring 
immediate attention will be identified in the 2016/17 financial year.   

 
• In addition members will be aware that there has been exceptional weather 

events during the past number of months and it has become clear that we need 
to ensure that during the coming year we give attention to flood prevention 
measures including the preparation of a Flood Management Plan. 

 
8. Adjustments have therefore been made to the Routine Maintenance allocations, 
which leaves less available funding for resurfacing schemes.   
 
 
FINANCE AND EFFICIENCY 
 
9. The Revenue Programme is set out in Appendix A.  All proposed expenditure will be 
contained within existing available resources. 
 
10. The extent of the resurfacing works will require the utilisation of external contractors 
in addition to the Council’s internal Road Contracting Unit.  Benchmarking with private 
contractors has been undertaken and the Road’s Contracting Unit are within +/- 10% of the 
estimated cost of using the private sector. 
 
 
CONSULTATION 
 
11. The Revenue Works Programme will be circulated to Members. 
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PARTNERSHIP WORKING 
 
12. The Roads Service has maintained its involvement in a number of partnership 
initiatives associated directly with roads maintenance and leads on a collaborative project 
task within the Clyde Valley Roads Alliance. 
 
 
IMPLICATIONS OF THE PROPOSALS 
 
13. The 2016/17 Revenue Works programme details the planned expenditure for Routine 
Maintenance, Winter Maintenance and Structural maintenance of the road networks.  There 
are no implications in terms of staffing, property, legal, IT, equalities and sustainability. 
 
 
CONCLUSIONS 
 
14. The 2016/17 Revenue Works programme is designed to provide the best available 
spend within the available resources. 
 
 
RECOMMENDATIONS 
 
15. It is recommended that Cabinet approves the Roads Revenue Programme 2016/17 
as set out in Appendix A.
